This will keep kids and pets safe.

Place the coals 
from your grill 
in a metal can 
with a lid once 

they have 
cooled.

Keep an 
eye on 

your grill, 
fire pit 

or patio 
torches. Never leave any of them unattended.Stay fire safe  

this summer!
