If the fire alarm is activated - STOP all work and
immediately initiate an evacuation.

If it is safe to do so, close doors behind you as
you exit your lab or office.

Follow EXIT signs to the nearest fire stairwell.
If you encounter visitors or guests - assist as
necessary.

Evacuation maps are located near elevator
banks and fire rated stairwells.

Do not use elevators.

Go to your designated meeting site.

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If You Discover a Fire

RELOCATE - If safe to do so, relocate people in immediate danger. Be aware of persons who may need assistance.
ALARM - Pull the building fire alarm to alert others.
CONFINE - Close all doors as you exit your laboratory/office.

EVACUATE - Evacuate the building. Do not use elevators.

Call 5-5560 from a safe location outside the building to provide information to the University’s Operations Center. Report to your desig-

nated meeting site.

M Do not block or hamper passageways or exit doors.

M Make sure all electrical appliances and cords are ap-
proved by the Underwriters Laboratory (UL).
M Refrain from stacking items too high or close to the
ceiling where they may hamper the operation of sprin- (617)
kler devices. Nothing should be hung from sprinkler BUILDING
heads.
